Mr Greenwood was reported to have founded the Footscray and Malmsbury Steam Stone Cutting Works in Moreland Street and was a trustee of the Footscray Mechanics’ Institute and Footscray Cemetery (Source, Footscray Independent 29 march 1903 p.2.). Mr Greenwood’s residence on Parker Street is heritage listed and known as Luke Greenwood House.
